Or, Exceptional Entry admission for 
students with modi�ed academic 
requirements

First priority will go to applicants who 
are �uent/literate or semi-�uent/literate 
in any Indigenous language.  A reference  
letter attesting to applicant’s interest and 
level of �uency will be required from 
either the relevant language authority (if 
one exists) or another person or orga-
nization recognized by the Indigenous 
Education Graduate Program Committee.
