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1 An Aboriginal applicant is a First Nation, Métis or Inuit person, recognized under the Constitution Act of 1982. 
2 Supporting documentation for Aboriginal identification may include: Indian Status card, Tribal Enrollment Card, Métis 

Membership/Citizenship Card, Inuit Tribal Corporation Number, a letter from the band, documentation files by social services 
and other documentation may be considered. 

3Exceptional Admission: Exceptional students who do not meet the admission requirements may be eligible for admission 
through a case-by-case process. 
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
