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Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance

The purpose of the Foundation is to encourage and administer financial support of the University 
through donations from individuals, corporations, and foundations to fund scholarships, bursaries 
and other university purposes; and to promote a continuing interest in the University and in higher 
education in general.

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value of future cash flows of a financial instrument will 
fluctuate because of changes in the market interest rates. The value of fixed-income and debt 
securities, such as bonds, debentures, mortgages or other income-producing securities, is 
affected by interest rates. Generally, the value of these securities increases if interest rates fall 
and decreases if interest rates rise. 

It is management's opinion that the Foundation is exposed to market or interest rate risk arising 
from its financial instruments. Duration is an appropriate measure of interest rate risk for fixed 
income funds as a rise (fall) in interest rates will cause a decrease (increase) in bond prices - 
the longer the duration, the greater the effect. Duration is managed by the investment manager 
at the fund level. At March 31, 2020, the modified duration of all fixed income in aggregate was 
7.9 years. Therefore, if interest rates were to increase by 1% across all maturities, the value of 
the bond portfolio would drop by 7.9%, contrarily if interest rates were to decrease by 1% across 
all maturities, the value of the bond portfolio would increase by 7.9%.

(c) Liquidity risk: 

Liquidity risk is the risk that the Foundation will not be able to meet its financial obligations as 
they become due. 

The Foundation manages liquidity risk by continually monitoring actual and forecasted cash 
flows from operations and anticipated investing and financing activities to ensure, as far as 
possible, that it will always have sufficient liquidity to meet its liabilities when due, under both 
normal and stressed conditions, without incurring unacceptable losses or risking damage to 
the Foundation's reputation.
