
PHIL 239 A01: Philosophy and Feminism 
CRN: 22292 

 
This course is an introduction to topics in feminist philosophy with a focus on people’s lived 
experiences, identities, and emotions under sexist oppression. We begin by exploring feminism 
itself, the nature of oppression and different forms of oppression, and intersectionality. We then 
use these feminist frameworks to consider various harms of oppression: the practices of 
gaslighting and dismissal as they affect the self, as well as trauma and shame. We then turn to 
the emotion of anger in response to oppression, which has inspired many feminists in the 
pursuit of a more just world. We end the course by considering how feminists can work together 
in solidarity with one another across difference in the pursuit of justice.
