Course Description 

This course surveys some of the work of philosophers active from the 11th century CE to the end of 

the 14th century CE in both Latin Christendom and the Islamic World. During this period, ancient 

Greek and Roman thought was repurposed, redeployed and criticized by a succession of thinkers of 

varying religious persuasions: Muslim philosophers such as Ibn-Sīnā (known in Latin as Avicenna), 

Al-Ghazālī, and Ibn Rushd (Averroes)
