Course Description

This course provides an introduction to the Critique of Pure Reason, one of the central texts in the history
of philosophy. Its guiding theme is Kant’s attempt to vindicate the idea that metaphysics provides us with
a special kind of non-empirical knowledge. Kant is convinced that (i) any genuinely philosophical
knowledge is metaphysical knowledge; (ii) the very possibility of such knowledge is called into doubt by
prevalent conceptions of the human mind (such as those of Descartes, Locke, Leibniz, and Hume); and
