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In contrast to traditional notions of thinking as a practice of abstract contemplation,
we suggest that thinking is always already an intervention into the social field
within which it is necessarily embedded. Thinking is thus deeply political, carrying
significant implications for how we live together. In this sense, we are called to
reflect on, and perhaps challenge, the social, historical, and institutional
boundaries that inform how we engage and relate to critical issues of our time. We
are also called to venture beyond the comforts of traditional disciplinary arenas
into less stable terrains, where new thought, new ways of life, and new worlds
become possible. To this end, this conference invites submissions that creatively
and irreverently explore how thinking involves the formation and cultivation of a
‘way of life’.
