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 Of particular interest to Hintz 
is Ophiostoma novo-ulmi, the 
fungus that causes Dutch elm 
disease. Transferred from tree to 
tree by bark beetles, the fungus 
clogs the water-conducting ves-
sels within the tree, causing the
