
n recent years there have been troubling signs 

that BC’s iconic killer whales may not be 

finding enough fish to eat.

	 Now, a study led by a graduate student in 

the University of Victoria’s School of Earth 

and Ocean Sciences suggests that the whales 

may be facing a double whammy—the fish 

they are finding are laced with toxic man-made 

chemicals.

	 In the study, published earlier this year, 

Donna Cullon and a team of Canadian and 

US researchers looked at concentrations in 

chinook salmon of a group of chemicals known
