In general, 
materials on the 
internet can be 
used freely for 
educational or 
training 
purposes. You 
should check the 
website's 'Terms of 
Use', or 'Legal 
Notices' section to 
confirm. Images 
used should always 
be properly cited. 
Reports and Papers 
may be considered 
differently- look for 
© statements 
directly on the 
item.

Out of print
Material that is no 
longer being 
published, but is 
still covered by 
copyright. You 
must be sure that 
an item is truly 
out of print, by 
checking with the 
publisher . 
“Temporarily 
unavailable” or 
“sold out” is not 
the same as out of 
print.

Public 
domain
An author's 
work is 
protected for 
a term that is 
generally 
measured by 
the life of the 
author plus 
fifty years. If 
the author 
has been 
dead for 
more than 50 
years, the 
work moves 
into the 
public 
domain. 

Database 
Licenses
The University 
of Victoria 
licenses many 
electronic 
resources for 
its staff, 
faculty, and 
current 
students 
including 
indexes, 
databases, e-
journals, and e-
books.  Linking 
to these 
resources is 
preferable.

Articles/Chapters
Copies must adhere 
to the copying 
guidelines. You 
must include a 
citation, and a fair 
dealing statement.
