TEXTUAL NOTES

Gutta The second instance of Gutta on fol. 2ra is likely an error for Rutta: the
reference leads to an entry for ruta (rue, a bitter herb) on fol. 60.
Semptemtrio The word appears on both fol. 2vc and fol. 3ra, but the doubling is not an error:

the first instance refers to an entry on fol. 30 for semptemtrio (a constellation
of seven stars), the second to an entry on fol. 38 for ventus semptemtrionalis
(north wind).

Vessica The second s appears to be a correction over an originally written c.

Vermis The word appears twice on fol. 3rc, but the doubling is not an error: the first
instance refers to an entry on fol. 84v for vermis terrestris (earthworm), the
second to an entry on fol. 85v for vermis (worm of the maggot or grub type).
