JOB DESCRIPTION:

This position will involve the identification and annotation of fishes and invertebrates in
photographs/videos taken at three types of subtidal field sites (healthy kelp forest, restored kelp
forest, and no kelp forest) in both Barkley Sound and the northern Salish Sea. The photographs are
generally from underwater camera traps (i.e., a Go-Pro attached to large battery in underwater
housing), and the videos are from ROV surveys and possibly SCUBA surveys. The Lab Assistant will
be taught to use photo/video annotation software to ensure that imagery is properly processed before
being analyzed and will be taught to identify various fishes and invertebrates within the images and
videos. A desktop computer can be provided to the student in the lab with proper software for
analyses.

QUALIFICATIONS:

- Previous experience conducting field research in local temperate marine ecosystems an
asset, but not necessary, if the student is keen to learn about local species.

- Minimum experience with prior Biology taxonomic survey courses (e.g., fishes,
invertebrates, algae) and experience with taxonomic identification.

- Basic computer knowledge. Previous experience conducting video and photo analyses is
ideal but not necessary.

- Excellent organizational and communication skills and data-recording habits.
