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1  In other experiments, we made the morphine solution so sweet that no rat 
could resist it, but we still found much less appetite for the morphine solution in the animals housed in 
Rat Park. Under some conditions, the rats in the cages consumed nearly 20 times as much morphine as 
those in Rat Park. Nothing that we tried instilled a strong appetite for morphine or produced anything 
that looked to us like addiction in the rats that were housed in our approximation 
of a normal rat environment.�
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
