The scores presented in this summary reflect the degree to which British 
Columbia has implemented these gold standard best practices captured 
in the alcohol policy framework. Overall, British Columbia scored 50% 
in 2017, which is 7% above the average of 43% for the rest of Canada 
(excluding BC).
