Assignments

This year the assignment will focus on Indigenous protected and conserved areas (IPCAs). The
history of the relationship between protected areas and indigenous peoples is not a happy one
both in Canada and many countries around the world (eg see Chapter 12 in your textbook).
There is now increasing realisation of the need for reconciliation and a far more constructive
approach to understanding the relationship between conservation and indigenous peoples. As
the world moves to increase the amount of protected area to conserve biodiversity formal
recognition is now being given to IPCAs. As part of this initiative and in an effort to boost the
amount of land under protection in Canada an Indigenous Circle of Experts (ICE) was created to
advise the Government. They produced a report (We Rise Together: Achieving Pathway to
Canada Target 1 through the creation of Indigenous protected and Conserved Areas in the spirit

Assignment 1 Group presentation of Case Study.

We Rise Together includes brief overviews of 10 case studies of IPCAs in Canada. You will be
part of a group that is assigned to one case study. Your task is to present that case study to the
rest of the class. This will involve reading the overview and researching additional material to
embellish your presentation, including visual material. Your research will be mainly web-based
but you may also be able to undertake interviews on some case studies. Your output is a ppt
presentation of about 10 minutes to the class followed by 5 minutes for questions. The
presentation is worth 10% of your final grade and all group members will get the same grade.
Your presentation should be ready to present on November 26 and 29th.

Assignment 2 Individual paper on IPCA.

You will select a different IPCA from anywhere in the world for your individual assignment
(30%). Your paper, of not more than 2,500 words will describe the physical and human context
of the IPCA, what led to its establishment, legal status, governance, use, and management
challenges. You will use several sources and APA format for citations. Papers are due on
November 9th and will be penalised 10% per day if they are late.
